THE PRESENT SITUATION
1. By order of Theofilos towards Sister Veroniki, who lives in the Patriarchate and who donated the title of her home in Athens to the Patriarchate, to abandon the Patriarchate within a set time, without cause, and without regard as where she would reside, since she is handicapped, and able to walk only with assistance, in January 2008.   Her expulsion from the Patriarchate at the start of March 2008 and her sheltering in the male Monastery of the Patriarchate in Jericho, at the initiative of the Abbot of the Monastery.
2.  The forbiddance on behalf of Theofilos through his Attorney Rami Mougrabi to whichever member of the clergy or laity enters the Patriarchate to visit Patriarch Irineos, even to bring him food, as of the start of February 2008. 
3. Forbiddance of entrance into the Patriarchate of Archimandrites Chrysostom and Irineos, who live within the Patriarchate as of 1 February 2004, with the result being that they remain homeless, without shelter, food, clothing and the necessities.  
4. On 8 February 2008 by order of Theofilos through the Chief Secretary of the Patriarchate Aristarchos, Archmandrite Fotios is informed in writing, to abandon his home in the Patriarchate, where he has lived for 57 years, and to depart to another Monastery of the Patriarchate, outside Jerusalem, in the desert of Judea or the desert of Saint Savvas, something which is not possible due to his ill-health because of diabetes and his heart, which has weighed on his body. 

5. The issuance of a court order on 20 February 2008 from the court of Israel securing the unencumbered entrance to and exit of the Patriarchate of the people supporting Irineos, who remain within the Patriarchate and those who visit Patriarch Irineos.

6. On 20 February 2008 there took place from a group of clerics sent by Theofilos with the attorney Rami Mougrabi a forcing of the outside door of the yard belonging to the home of Patriarch Irineos, with the breaking of their windows also, with the aim of changing the locks of the present in His home chapel of Saint Thekla, where the Patriarch attends service and prays. 
7. On 20 February 2008 there took place a breaking of and change of locks, by the group of clerics sent by Theofilos with the attorney Rami Mougrabi of two churches which are located outside the Patriarchate’s Monasteries, that of Saint Charalambos, the Abbot of which is Archmandrite Chrysostom, and of the Holy Virgin Seidanagias the Abbess of which is Gerontissa Filothei, both appointed by Patriarch Irineos, with an attempt to occupy the Igoumeneia.  The capture of the cells of the Igoumeneia in the two Monasteries were avoided temporarily owing to the intervention of the under-Secretary of the Foreign Ministry of Greece Kassimis.

8. Extended to the month of March the implacability of Theofilos with a continuous order to forbid entrance to the Patriarchate of the people supporting Irineos.  A plea for help from the Police at the beginning of March from those around Patriarch Irineos, and a verbal statement of impotence by the Police to settle the matter with the justification that it is an internal matter.  One-sided stance of certain police structures, who control who will enter the Patriarchate and who will not. 
9. New security measures from the environment of Patriarch Irineos, namely, Archimandrite Fotios, Archimandrite Chrysostom and Archmandrite Ireneos, and the issuance of a second court order on 9 March 2008 which secures the free entrance and exit, this order was not enforced, even with the assistance of the Police of Israel.
10. On 9 March 2008 Theofilos challenged in court the security measures, against the above decision which insures the unimpeded entrance and exit of priests who support Patriarch Irineos, with a parallel effort in court on 9 March 2008 document of Theofilos in which, without containing any explanation, not even the text of the decision, not the time it was issued, not even a previous call to explanation, imposes wholesale on the above Fathers of the Patriarchate four punishments: (A) defrocking, (B) being cut off from the Brotherhood, (C)  forbiddance of entry into Monasteries under the jurisdiction of the Patriarchate, (any person has access to these, even if they are Muslim or even atheist!) (D) forbiddance residence in same. 
11.  By decision on 12 March 2008 of the President of the Israeli Court, which had given Theofilos three days to present explanations for this specific action of his.  The deadline passed without a response from Theofilos.  The stay of the Fathers outside of the Patriarchate continued.  
12. On 26 March 2008 the Israeli Court issued a decision, in which the judge making a mistake and attributing the non-response to the Court not to Theofilos but to the above petitioning Priests, cancels the decision regarding the securing of the free entrance and exit from the Patriarchate by the above petitioning Fathers. 

13. On 27 March 2008 there is given a petition of cancellation of the above decision of the Judge, is accepted, and the court appoints the matter fit for trial on Monday, 31 March 2008.
14. On 27 March 2008, in the morning, Theofilos tells the Fathers of Brotherhood, that they won the court case and this is why they can go and break down the doors where Patriarch Irineos lives, to open the Church, and to change locks everywhere, where he or whoever supports him has access.  We discern that the reason for this act rests upon the cutting off the ability of Patriarch Irineos to come to Church to pray, and also not to be able to receive pilgrims, especially now that Pascha approaches when many pilgrims will want to pray with him or see Him, as happened after the created crisis in the Patriarchate, and the three years, that is 2005, 2006 and 2007, when multitudes of people mainly from Greece and Cyprus attended service with Patriarch Irineos, for the duration of the Holy Days.  Whereupon in the midday of the same day, a group of six Fathers from the Brotherhood and two laypeople under the order of Theofilos invaded with electric-saws, sledgehammers and hammers in the area in front of the house of the Patriarch Irineos, breaking the steel gates, breaking the wooden door of the Church next to the cell of Patriarch Irineos, changing the locks on these doors, opening the storage area under the home of the Patriarch, as well as two other dwellings where personal effects of the Patriarch were stored, where they also change the locks.  Following this Theofilos arrives and celebrates a vespers in the Church, while the Patriarch Irineos can be found locked in his cell next to the Church.
15. Whereupon, on the same day, there is sent from Theofilos the same group of Fathers to two Monasteries of the Patriarchate, that of Saint Charalambos and of the Holy Virgin Seidanagias, where here again with electric-saws and oxyacetylene welding, they break the doors, enter the Igoumeneia and kick out the Nuns who served there along with some of their personal effects, and change the locks, with the justification that they are for Patriarch Irineos.  Especially in the Monastery of the Holy Virgin Seidanagias they the belongings of the one appointed there by Patriarch Irineos and the Sacred Synod, Abbess Filothei, from the stairs of the Igoumeneio into the yard of the Monastery, while at the Monastery of Saint Charalambos, they gave into the hands on Sister Christodouli, who served the Monastery over which Patriarch Irineos had appointed Archimandrite Chrysostom Abbot, the broken lock, “as a souvenir” as she was told by Archimandrite Demetrios, the secretary of the Synod of the Patriarchate.  Metropolitan Isichios took down from the wall of the room of the Igoumeneio the photograph of Patriarch Irineos, threw it down and broke it.
